Pamiatku Ivana Sokola, zakladatela tohto Medzinarodného
organového festivalu si pripominame kazdoro¢ne od roku
2005. Tento rok je festival venovany jeho nedoZitym osem-
desiatinam. I. Sokol sa narodil v rodine prominentného poli-
tika dr. Martina Sokola. Ked mal 7 rokov, jeho otca uvaznili
v Sovietskom zvéze. Velmi skoro stratil aj matku. Pevné zviz-
ky krestanskej rodiny, zazitky z raného detstva a hlboka vie-
ra — to vietko vplyvalo na jeho rozhodnutie studovat pravo
a teoldgiu. V tom obdobi to viak bolo neuskuto¢nitelng,
atak zavazili jeho hudobné danosti. Absolvoval $tudium orga-
novej hry na Konzervatoriu v Bratislave, ale na VSMU sa kvoli
nevyhovujucemu spolo¢enskému pévodu nedostal. AZ Jifi
Reinberger, popredny ¢esky organista a profesor AMU v Pra-
he, mu umoznil pokracovat v studiu (1961) na vysokej 3kole
(v tom case bol drzitefom cien z Medzindrodnej sutaze
PraZskej jari a Bachovej sutaze v Lipsku). Neskér opat J. Rein-
berger zariadil, aby jeho prominentny Ziak nasttpil na Konzer-
vatérium v Kodiciach ako pedagdg organovej hry. 1. Sokol
spolu s protagonistami novozalozenej Statnej filharmdnie
Kosice (1968) - Bystrikom Rezuchom, Annou Kovéfovou
a Lubomirom Cizkom - pozdvihli Kogice na druhé cen-
trum hudby na Slovensku. Okrem zaloZenia Medzinarod-
ného organového festivalu v Kosiciach (1970), inicioval aj
vznik organovych koncertov, neskér festivalov v Bardejove
a v Humennom, presadil postavenie koncertného organa
v koncertnej sadle Domu umenia. V roku 1976 odisiel z kon-
zervatdria a prestahoval sa z Kosic do Bratislavy. Neskér sa
stal solistom Statnej filharménie Kosice. 1. Sokol interpre-
toval a nahral mnoho vyznamnych organovych diel vietkych
Stylovych obdobi. Spolupracoval s ¢eskymi a slovenskymi
symfonickymi orchestrami pod taktovkou renomovanych
dirigentov (Ludovit Rajter, Vaclav Neumann, Ondrej Lenard,
Karel Ancerl, Jifi Kout, Bystrik Rezucha, Libor Pesek). Od roku
1995 vyuéoval hru na organe na VSMU v Bratislave ako ex-
terny profesor. V roku 1998 bol menovany za Cestného
ob¢ana mesta Kosice. Sélistom 5fK bol a2 do svojej smrti. Or-
ganovy festival, ktory zaloZil, nesie na jeho pocest jeho meno.

Statna filharmoénia Kosice (5fK) bola zalozend v roku 1968
ako druhy profesiondlny symfonicky orchester koncertného
typu na Slovensku. Prvy koncert sa uskutocnil v roku 1969
pod vedenim vtedajsieho $éfdirigenta Bystrika Rezuchu. Or-
chester SfK koncertoval na vyznamnych medzindrodnych
hudobnych festivaloch a v délezitych kultdrnych centrach.
V roku 1994 5fK absolvovala mesaéné turné po USA, kde
sa predstavila ako prvy slovensky symfonicky orchester na
americkom kontinente. Filharmdnia pocas svojej histérie
zaznamenala vyznamné Uspechy na koncertnych pddidch
nielen eurépskych krajin, ale aj v Severnej Amerike a v Azii.
Na prelome rokov 2014/2015 absolvovala SfK prvykrat vo
svojej historii turné v Cinskej ludovej republike, ktoré po
mimoriadnom Uspechu zopakovala aj v rokoch 2016/2017.
Statna filharmonia Kosice prezentuje svoje umenie okrem
aktivnej koncertnej ¢innosti aj prostrednictvom nahravok pre
rozhlasové, televizne a gramofénové spoloc¢nosti (160 CD).
Repertoarové spektrum orchestra obsahuje vsetky frekven-
tované diela od baroka po hudbu 21. storo¢ia. SfK je ako jedi-
ny orchester na Slovensku hlavnym organizdtorom dvoch
medzinarodnych festivalov - Kosickej hudobnej jari a Medzi-
narodného organového festivalu lvana Sokola a spoluorga-
nizatorom festivalu ARS NOVA. Od sezdény 2008/2009 je na
poste $éfdirigenta Statnej filharmoénie Kosice dirigent Zbynék
Mdiller. Po¢ntic sezdénou 2014/2015 je hlavnym hostujucim
dirigentom Leo$ Svarovsky.

Pieter van Dijk (1958) je organistom a umeleckym ria-
ditelom St. Laurenskerk v Alkmaare, si¢asne zastava post
hlavného organistu mesta Alkmaar a umeleckého riaditela
Holandského organového festivalu v Alkmaare. Mesto Alk-
maar zastupuje aj vo funkcii umeleckého zastupcu v or-
ganizacii ,Eurépske mestd historickych organov” (ECHO).
Cirkevnu hudbu, hru na organe a na klaviri studoval na Kon-
zervatoriu v rodnom Arnheme. Je vitazom medzinarodnych
organovych sutazi v Deventeri (1979) a v Innsbrucku (1986).
Aktivny je aj pedagogicky, na Konzervatériu v Amsterdame
a na Hamburg Hochschule fiir Musik und Theater vyucuje
hru na organe a improvizaciu. Ako organista koncertoval
nielen v Eurépskych krajinach, ale aj v Japonsku a USA.

Pavol Valasek (1993) studoval koncertnd hru na organe
v triede M. Musku a hru na klaviri u M. Turskej na Zilinskom
konzervatériu. V rokoch 2014 - 2017 pokracoval v $tudiach
na VSMU v Bratislave, v organovej triede Imricha Szabda.
V stcasnosti je posluchd¢om Hochschule fiir Musik v Saar-
briickene v triede doc. Rainera Ostera. Po¢as $tudia sa
zUcastnil Prehliadky mladych slovenskych organistov (Kogice
2009, 2011 a Bratislava 2010, 2012 a 2014) a Sutaze $tudentov
slovenskych konzervatorii (3. miesto). V roku 2013 realizoval
nahravku pre Stddio mladych RTVS. V roku 2015 koncertoval
na Organovych koncertoch pod Pyramidou ako najmladsi
host festivalu. Zucastnil sa majstrovskych interpretac¢nych
kurzov pod vedenim organistov, ako O. Latry, Th. Escaich,
J. Palar, V. Warnier, E. Wally, M. Melcova, Z. Ferjen¢ikova
a kurzov o improvizacii s E. Wallym, J. Vodrazkom, M. Mel-
covou a Z. Ferjencikovou. V roku 2015 nahral viacero skla-
dieb pre RTVS a prvé CD k inauguracii nového organa firmy
R&M. Muska v Sielnici. V roku 2015 sa zG¢astnil Medzinarod-
nej sitaze Mikaela Tariverdieva v Hamburgu a v roku 2016
medzinarodnych sutazi v Katowiciach a Opave.
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Translations

The memory of Ivan Sokol (1937 - 2005) a founder of this interna-
tional organ festival, is being commemorated every year since 2005.
This year is devoted to his not outlived age of 80.

He was born in the family of the prominent politician Dr. Martin
Sokol. When he was 7, his father was imprisoned in the Soviet Union.
He lost his mother very early as well... The solid bonds of a Christian
family, experience from the early childhood and deep faith - all of
these had an impact on his decision to study law and theology. At
that time it was impossible, so his musical gifts paved the way for
his education. He finished organ at the Conservatory in Bratislava,
however he was not admitted to the Academy of Performing Arts
because of his inconvenient social background. It was Jifi Reinberger,
a prominent Czech organist, a professor at the Academy of
Performing Arts in Prague, who enabled him to continue in
his studies (1961) at the university (at that time I. Sokol was
a holder of prizes at the International Prague Spring Compe-
tition and at the Bach Competition in Leipzig). Later it was
J. Reinberger again who helped his prominent student to start tea-
ching organ at the Conservatory in Koice. I. Sokol together with
the protagonists of the newly established Slovak State Philhar-
monic, Kosice (5fK) (1968) - Bystrik Rezucha, Anna Kovafova, later
Lubomir Cizek — changed Kosice into the second center of music in
Slovakia. I. Sokol managed to establish the International Organ Fes-
tival in Kosice (1970), he also initiated the establishment of organ
concerts, later festivals in Bardejov and Humenne, he pressed for
a concert organ to be placed in the concert hall of the House of Arts,
in the seat of the 5fK. In 1976 he left from the Conservatory and be-
came a freelancer. By being appointed a soloist of the Slovak State
Philharmonic, Kosice he also gained a possibility of permanent con-
tact with the concert instrument until he left for Bratislava. lvan Sokol
interpreted and recorded a number of notable organ works of all
periods. He cooperated with Czech and Slovak symphony orches-
tras under the baton of renowned conductors such as L. Rajter,
V.Neumann, O. Lenard, K. Ancerl, J. Kout, B. Rezucha, L. Pesek, etc.
Since 1995 he taught organ at the Academy of Performing Arts in
Bratislava as a part time professor. He was appointed an Honorable
citizen of the City of Kosice in 1998. He was a soloist of the SfK until
his death. The organ festival that was founded by him bears his name
in his honor.

Even today | consider it good luck that significant personalities such
as the establisher of the organ concerts in Kosice and a long-year
soloist of the 5fK Ivan Sokol contributed to the development of the
Slovak State Philharmonic, Kosice (5fK) He would have celebrated
his 80th birthday this year. Unfortunately, fate intervened and today
we remember him with great respect.

One of considerable merits associated with the name Ivan Sokol has
also been the construction of the concert organ in the House of Arts.
This excellent instrument will resound together with the orchestra
on September, 28 at the Opening concert of the season. The top
German organist Christian Schmitt, who has concerts at the most
prestigious concert houses, will perform. The talented Charles An-
drews from Great Britain, the laureate of international competitions
Robert Kovécs from Hungary, the excellent improviser Pieter Van
Dijk from the Netherlands will introduce themselves at further con-
certs. The Slovak interpretation art will be represented by the young
and talented organist Pavol Valasek.

In addition to churches in Kosice and the House of Arts the royal
instruments will resound also in towns such as Spi$ska Nova Ves,
Roznava, Sabinov, Kezmarok and Poprad thanks to the long-year
cooperation with our partners and co-organizers. | thank all for the
support of the one of the oldest international organ festivals in Slo-
vakia bearing the name of a significant local artist.

May the beauty and uniqueness of music art offered by us speak to
you and bring you lots of pleasant experience.

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Charles Andrews (1989) studied organ at the Royal College of Music
(RCM) in London. He was awarded the Harold Darke Memorial Prize
for his studies. Prior to his studies at this prestigious school he re-
ceived the organ scholarship of Michael James at the Rochester Ca-
thedral. Between 2011 and 2016 he was the deputy music director in
one of the most famous churches in London - All Saints in Margaret
Street. Currently he is an accompanist of the Choir in Hertfordshire
and of the singer choir Pro Arte in London. Not long ago he has per-
formed with the London Symphony Choir at the Newbury Spring
Festival.

Robert Kovacs (1976), a laureate of international organ competi-
tions; is an organist in Vienna at St. Stephen’s Cathedral and in promi-
nent music institutions in Vienna such as Vienna Chamber Choir,
Arnold Schénberg Choir, The Vienna Philharmonic, The Vienna Radio
Symphony Orchestra. He has been playing the piano since he was
five; he has been playing the organ since he was eleven. After study-
ing at the Conservatory in Budapest in the class of Endre Viragh, he
continued at the Music Academy in Vienna majoring in church music
and organ with Prof. Hans Haselbdck and Peter Planyavsky. Already
during his studies he excelled at several international competitions
and festivals. In 1994 he was awarded the 1st prize at the Organ Fes-
tival of Young Organists in Hungary. His further victories include the
1st prize at the International Organ Improvisation Competition in
Haarlem (the Netherlands, 2006), and the 1st prize and the Audience
Prize at the International Competition for Organ Improvisation in the
city Schlagl (Austria, 2008).

Christian Schmitt (1976) studied church music and concert art at
the University of Music in Saarbriicken; the organ with James David
Christie in Boston and Daniel Roth in Paris. In Saarbriicken he also
studied musicology, catholic theology at the Saarland University.
Since September 2014 Christian Schmitt has been the main organ
player and the curator of organ concerts of the Bamberg Symphony
Orchestra. As one of the most sought-after concert organ players
of his generation he has had concerts all over the world including
Tonhalle Zirich, Berlin Philharmonie, Gewandhaus Leipzig, Vienna
Konzerthaus, Philharmonie Cologne, Mariinsky Theatre in St. Peters-
burg, etc. As the winner of the prestigious prize ECHO Klassik he had
concerts playing on a number of historical organs in Europe and
has recorded the complete works for organ by G. F. Handel and F. X.
Brixi. As a solo player, he has cooperated with Berliner Philharmoni-
ker, Bamberg Symphony, Camerata Salzburg and prominent radio
orchestras working with conductors such as Sir Simon Rattle, Marin
Alsop, Philippe Herreweghe, Cornelius Meister, Martin Haselbdck
and Giovanni Antonini. In addition to concert and teaching activi-
ties he has been a regular member of several international juries at
music competitions and a zealous member of the project “Rhapsody
at School” that introduces classic music to children through school
visits of world famous musicians.
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Robert Jindra (1977) graduated from the Conservatory in Prague
majoring in classical singing (1999) and conducting (2003). In 2001
he performed the world premiere of the operas the Knight and Death
and Jelizaweta Bam by the contemporary composer Vladimir Wim-
mer on the stage of the Prague State Opera. Since the same year
he has been in the National Theatre in Prague where he studied for
example the world premiere of the opera Lacrimae Alexandri Magni
(Tears of Alexander the Great) by Tomas Hanzlik, The Two Widows
by Smetana and the opera Cosi fan tutte by Mozart. Apart from this
he has conducted many works of the Czech and world opera reper-
toire at the National Theatre (Smetana: The Secret, Janacek: Kata Ka-
banova, Mozart: Don Giovanni and the Marriage of Figaro, Bizet: Car-
men, Verdi: Falstaff, etc.) as well as the extraordinary concert Stefan
Margita GALA 60. Between 2006 and 2009 he was at the Deutsche
Oper am Rhein (Diisseldorf/Duisburg) where he participated in the
preparation of staging the Ring of the Nibelung by Wagner, Elek-
tra by Strauss, Rusalka by DvoFék and operas by Janacek such as
Her Stepdaughter, Kata Kabanova, The Makropulos Affair, The Cun-
ning Little Vixen and From the House of the Dead. In the beginning
of 2010 he was a successful guest at the Norwegian Royal Opera
House in Oslo (Strauss: Ariadne on Naxos). Between 2010 and 2015
he was the music director of the Opera of the National Moravian-
Silesian Theatre in Ostrava where he conducted for example Werther
by Massenet, Her Stepdaughter, The Makropulos Affair, and Kata
Kabanova by Janacek, Falstaff and La traviata by Verdi, Cardillac by
Hindemith, La boheme by Puccini, Armida by Dvorak, La Wally by
Catalani, Lohengrin by Wagner, The Devil’s Wall by Smetana, and The
Fiery Angel by S. Prokofiev. He conducted the Gala concert Ferru-
ccia Furlanetta within the International Music Festival Janacek’s May
2012; a year later he prepared the extraordinary concert WAGNER
GALA (with the soloists Maida Hundeling and Tomasz Konieczny)
in cooperation with the festival and Jana¢ek’s Philharmonic Or-
chestra Ostrava. He was the conductor of the Gala concert of Adam
Plachetka within the International Music Festival Prague Spring
in 2014. In the season of 2013/14 he was the music director of the
National Theatre Opera and studied the new staging of the operas
by Janacek such as The Cunning Little Vixen and From the House of
the Dead, the renewed premieres of Her Stepdaughter by Janacek
and Libude by Smetana there. In April 2017 he introduced The Jewess
by Halévy at the Slovak National Theatre in Bratislava and the Slo-
vak premiere of the opera The Fairies by Wagner at the State Thea-
tre Kosice. Robert Jindra regularly cooperates with orchestras such
as Praga Sinfonietta, the chamber orchestra Virtuosi Pragenses,
The Prague Philharmonia, The Czech National Symphony Orchestra,
Pilsen Philharmonic, Prague Symphony Orchestra as well as with
the Prague Radio Symphony Orchestra.

The Slovak State Philharmonic, Kosice ($fK) was founded in 1968
as the second professional symphony orchestra of a concert type in
Slovakia. The first concert took place in 1969 under the lead of Bystrik
Rezucha, the chief conductor at that time. The 3fK orchestra had con-
certs at prominent international music festivals and important cul-
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tural centers. In 1994 the $fK went for a month-long tour in the USA
appearing as the first Slovak symphony orchestra on the American
continent. During its history the Philharmonic has been remarkably
successful on the concert stages not only in Europe, but in Northern
America and Asia as well. At the turn of 2014/2015 the SfK went for
a tour to the People’s Republic of China for the first time in its his-
tory. After its extraordinary success the SfK went there in 2016/2017
as well. In addition to its numerous concert performances the Slo-
vak State Philharmonic, Kosice presents its art through recordings
for radio, television and gramophone companies as well (160 CDs).
The repertoire of the orchestra includes all common works from Ba-
roque to the music of the 21st century. The SfK as the only orches-
tra in Slovakia is the main organizer of two international festivals
- The Kogice Music Spring Festival and the International Organ Fes-
tival of Ivan Sokol and the co-organizer of the festival ARS NOVA.
Since the season of 2008/2009 the conductor Zbynék Miiller has
held the position of the chief conductor. Starting with the season of
2014/2015 the Principal guest conductor has been Leo$ Svarovsky.

Pieter van Dijk (1958) is an organist and artistic director of St. Lau-
renskerk in Alkmaar. He also holds the position of the main organist
of the city Alkmaar and of the artistic director of the Organ Festival
Holland in Alkmaar. He is also the artistic representative of the city of
Alkmaar in the “European Cities of Historic Organs” (ECHO). He studied
church music, organ, and piano at the Conservatory in native Arn-
hem. He has been a winner at international organ competitions in
Deventer (1979) and in Innsbruck (1986). He is active as a teacher
as well; he teaches organ and improvisation at the Conservatory in
Amsterdam and at the Hamburg Hochschule fur Musik und Theater.
As an organist he had concerts not only in European countries, but
also in Japan and the USA.

Pavol Valagek (1993), studied concert play on the organ with the
class of M. Muska and the piano with M. Turské at the Conservato-
ry in Zilina. Between 2014 and 2017 he continued in his studies at
the Academy of Performing Arts in Bratislava in the organ class of
Imrich Szabé. Currently he is a student at the Hochschule fiir Musik
in Saarbriicken in the class of Prof. Rainer Oster. During his studies
he took part in the Festival of Young Slovak Organists (Kosice 2009,
2011, and Bratislava 2010, 2012 and 2014) and in the Competition
for Students of Slovak Conservatories (3rd place). In 2013 he made
a recording for the Youth Studio of the Slovak Radio and Television.
in 2015 he performed at Organ Concerts under the Pyramid as the
youngest guest of the festival. He took part in master interpreta-
tion courses under the lead of organists such as O. Latry, Th. Escaich,
J. Palur, V. Warnier, E. Wally, M. Melcova, Z. Ferjen¢ikova and im-
provisation courses with E. Wally, J. Vodrazka, M. Melcova, and
Z. Ferjencikova. In 2015 he recorded several works for the Slovak
Radio and Television and the first CD on the occasion of the inau-
guration of the new organ made by R&M Muska in Sielnica. In 2015
he took part in the Mikael Tariverdiev International Competition in
Hamburg and in 2016 in international competitions in Katowice and
Opava.
