








ZIVOTOPISY UMELCOV

Andreas Liebig (1962) je od roku 2014 katedralnym organis-
tom mesta Bazilej (Svajciarsko). Studoval v Nemecku cirkevnu
hudbu na Vestfalskom cirkevnom konzervatériu v Herdforde,
hudobnu tedriu, hru na organe a na klaviri na Vysokej skole
hudby a muzickych umeni v Stuttgarte. Vzdeldval sa tiez na
majstrovskych kurzoch v Parizi, pod vedenim L. Lohmanna,
A. F. Faisa, H. Depperta, v Libecku u M. Haselbocka, vo Frei-
burgu u Z. Szathmaryho, v Mainzi u S. Celibidacheho. Ziskal
stipendium DAAD na studium u Hansa Haselb6cka vo Vied-
ni (1989-1990). Bol vitazom medzinarodnych organovych su-
tazi v Dubline a v Odense v roku 1988. V rokoch 1989-1993
posobil ako profesor hry na organe na Akadémiach hudby
v Liibecku a sucasne (1995-1997) v Oslo. V rokoch 2013-2015
bol veducim organového odboru na Tyrolskom statnom kon-
zervatoériu v Innsbrucku (Rakusko). Posobil ako organista a kan-
tor v kostoloch v Dansku, Nérsku a Svajciarsku a tiez ako ume-
lecky riaditel organovych festivalov (Ostwestféliche Orgeltage,
Krummhorner Orgelfriihling) a dramaturg organovych cyklov.
Uspesne prezentoval svoj rozsiahly koncertny repertoar v ka-
tedrélach a koncertnych pédiach po celej Eurdpe. Vedie maj-
strovské kurzy, posobi ako porotca na medzinarodnych orga-
novych sutaziach, nahréva pre rozhlas a televizne spolo¢nosti.
Realizoval nahravky diel J. S. Bacha na historickych organoch
v Trondheime, Groningene, Dornume a Oelinghausene.




Andras Gabor Viragh (1984) posobi ako tituldrny organista
Baziliky sv. Stefana v Budapesti. A si¢asne, od roku 2012, vyu-
Cuje na Hudobnej akadémii F. Liszta v Budapesti (skladba, for-
ma a hudobnd analyza a solfeggio). V rokoch 2010-2014 po6-
sobil na Hudobnej fakulte Univerzity v Debrecene, Studoval
hru na klaviri, kompoziciu a hru na organe. Na akademicky rok
2007/2008 ziskal nérodné stipendium a na 2010/2011 Stipen-
dium Annie Fischer.V roku 2011 ziskal ocenenie Junior Prima
Prize — najvyznamnejsie vyznamenanie pre mladu generaciu.
Uspesne sa prezentoval nielen na prestiznych organovych fes-
tivaloch, ale tiez na medzindrodnych skladatelskych sutaziach
(1. cena na Medzinarodnej skladatelskej sutazi v Los Angeles
2006, na Medzinarodnej skladatelskej sutazi v Oradei 2008
a na sutazi v ramci Medzinarodnej letnej akadémie v Rakusku
2012, vitaz sutaze vypisanej nadaciou Aurora musis Amica
2013). Jeho skladby publikuju vydavatelstva v Madarsku, Ne-
mecku a Norsku. Za svoju kompozi¢nu ¢innost ziskal cenu
B. Istvanffyho (2015 a 2017) a v roku 2017 Cenu F. Erkela. Ako
organista sa predstavil na koncertoch v eurépskych krajinach,
v Izraeli, Anglicku a v USA.




Tomas Mihalik (1992) studoval hru na organe a kompoziciu na
Konzervatériu v Kogiciach. V st¢asnosti je posluchaéom VSMU
v Bratislave (organova trieda I. Szabd). V roku 2018 bol prijaty
na magisterské studium na Narodnom konzervatériu hudby
a tanca v Lyone (Francuizsko). Zucastnil sa majstrovskych kur-
zov pod vedenim vyznamnych osobnosti organovej hudby;
(V. Warnier, O. Latry). U¢inkoval na celoslovenskych prehliad-
kach mladych slovenskych organistov, Festivale sakralneho
umenia v Kosiciach, 4. Medzindarodnom mladeznickom fes-
tivale organovej hudby v Uzhorode a na dalSich festivaloch
ako Organové dni v Piestanoch, Bach Tribute v Banskej Stiav-
nici, Bratislavsky organovy festival, Audite Organum v Prahe,
Janackov médj v Ostrave. V roku 2013 sa stal absoltitnym vita-
zom Sutaze Slovenskych konzervatorii a o rok neskor sa stal
vitazom Medzindrodnej organovej sutaze Petra Ebena v Opa-
ve (CR) a tiez nositelom Prémie Nadacie Ceského hudobného
fondu za najlepsiu interpretaciu skladby Petra Ebena.




Aarnoud de Groen prvé zaklady hry na organe nadobudol
od organistu J. van Westenbruggeho, v studiu pokracoval
u E. Zwarta. V roku 1983, ako 12-ro¢ny, uz sprevadzal boho-
sluzby v kostole Christelijke Gereformeerde v Rijswijke. Ako
13-ro¢ny debutoval sériou organovych koncertov kostole
Hervormde v holandskom Pijnackeri. V roku 1985 bol prijaty
na Kralovské konzervatérium v Haagu, kde Studoval pod ve-
denim R. Jiskoota a renomovaného organistu Ben van Ooste-
na.V roku 1990 bol vymenovany za organistu Julianinho kos-
tola v Haagu, po uzatvoreni kostola v roku 1997 bol organ
premiestneny do Betlehemského kostola a A. Groen sa tam
prestahoval s nim. Aarnoud de Groen pdésobi tiez ako kore-
petitor muzského spevackeho zboru Christelijk Residente
Mannenkoor, ako koncertny umelec sa predstavil takmer vo
vsetkych eurépskych krajinach.

48" International Organ Festival of lvan Sokol

The memory of lvan Sokol (1937-2005) a founder of this international
organ festival, is being commemorated every year since 2005.

IVAN SOKOL was born in the family of the prominent politician
Dr. Martin Sokol. When he was 7, his father was imprisoned in the
Soviet Union. He lost his mother very early as well. The solid bonds
of a Christian family, experience from the early childhood and deep
faith — all of these had an impact on his decision to study law and
theology. At that time it was impossible, so his musical gifts paved
the way for his education. He finished organ at the Conservatory
in Bratislava, however he was not admitted to the Academy of
Performing Arts because of his inconvenient social background.
It was Jifi Reinberger, a prominent Czech organist, a professor at
the Academy of Performing Arts in Prague, who enabled him to
continue in his studies (1961) at the university (at that time I. Sokol
was a holder of prizes at the International Prague Spring Competition
and at the Bach Competition in Leipzig). Later it was J. Reinberger
again who helped his prominent student to start teaching organ at
the Conservatory in Kosice. |. Sokol together with the protagonists
of the newly established Slovak State Philharmonic, Kosice (1968) —
Bystrik ReZucha, Anna Kovafova, later Lubomir Cizek - changed
Kosice into the second center of music in Slovakia. I. Sokol managed
to establish the International Organ Festival in KoSice (1971), he
also initiated the establishment of organ concerts, later festivals in
Bardejov and Humenné, he pressed for a concert organ to be placed
in the concert hall of the House of Arts. In 1976 he left from the
Conservatory and became a freelancer. By being appointed a soloist
of the Slovak State Philharmonic, KoSice he also gained a possibility
of permanent contact with the concert instrument until he left
for Bratislava. Ivan Sokol interpreted and recorded a number of
notable organ works of all periods. He cooperated with Czech
and Slovak symphony orchestras under the conductors such as
J. Rajter, V. Neumann, O. Lenérd, K. Ancerl, J. Kout, B. ReZucha,
L. Pesek, etc. Since 1995 he taught organ at the Academy of Per-
forming Arts in Bratislava as a part time professor. He was appointed
an Honorable citizen of the City of KoSice in 1998. He was a soloist of
the SfK until his death. The organ festival that was founded by him
bears his name in his honor.
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Dear visitors,

the 48th International Organ Festival of Ivan Sokol that has its
tradition and irreplaceable place not only in Kosice, but also in some
other towns of the East-Slovakian region is ahead of us. The festival
includes eight evening organ recitals with international artistic cast.
We will open the Festival in Kosice at the Seminary Church in which
the extraordinary Swiss organist Andreas Liebig will perform. After
years we are returning to the St. Elisabeth Cathedral. The Hungarian
organist and composer Andras Gabor Virdgh will perform here. In
addition to classical organ works he will play his own compositions
as well. The festival will end with the organ recital at the Church of
Saint Martyrs in the city district Nad jazerom. The interpret will be
Aarnoud de Groen from the Netherlands who dedicated his concert
to the 333rd birth anniversary of Johann Sebastian Bach.

During the last 12 years the festival also included concerts in Poprad,
Sabinov, RoZnava, Kezmarok and in Spisska Nova Ves. In the last two
towns the young Slovak organist Tomas Mihalik will perform who is
studying at the National Conservatory in Lyon in France.

Julius Klein
Executive Director of the Slovak State Philharmonic, KoSice
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Andreas Liebig (1962) - since 2014 is cathedral organist in Basel. He
studied church music at the Westfélische Landeskirchenmusikschule
in Herford. From 1983-89 studied organ, piano and music
theory at the Staatliche Hochschule fiir Musik und Darstellende
Kunst in Stuttgart with L. Lohmann, A. F. Faiss, H. Deppert and
H. Lachenmann, with D. Roth in Paris, M. Haselbock in Lubeck,
Zs. Szathmary in Freiburg and with S. Celibidache in Mainz. From
1989 to 1990 had scholarship of the German Academic Exchange
Service for studies with H. Haselbock in Vienna. He was awarded
first prizes in the international organ competitions in Dublin and
Odense (1988). From 1989 to 1993 Mr. Liebig taught organ playing
at the Academies of Music in Libeck, between 1995 and 1997 in
Oslo and from 2013 to 2015 was head of the organ department at
Tiroler Landeskonservatorium in Innsbruck. He is cantor and organist
at several churches in Denmark, Norway and Switzerland and also
Artistic director of festivals and concert series, e.g. the Ostwestfalische
Orgeltage, Krummhorner Orgelfriihling (2001-2011), Internationale
Sommerkonzerte Dornum and Orgelsommer Marienhafe (East Frisia).
He has performed to outstanding acclaim with extensive repertoire
from Robertsbridge Codex to Avantgarde and has a busy schedule
of concerts, recordings for radio and television and master classes
which takes him to most of the European countries, to Asia, South
and North America. He is a member of the jury for international organ
competitions. He made Bach-recordings on the historic organs in
Trondheim, Groningen, Dornum and Oelinghausen.

Andras Gabor Viragh (1984) has been the titular organist of the
St. Stephen’s Basilica, Budapest, and also assistant lecturer for
composition, forms and analysis, and solfeggio at the Franz Liszt
Academy of Music (2012) and the Faculty of Music of the University of
Debrecen (2010-2014). His biggest recent achievements are the two
national organ - three national and three international composition
awards, including first prize of the Los Angeles international
composition competition in 2006 (where there were no other
prizes), the Oradea international composition competition in 2008,
and the ISA (International Summer Academy, Austria) international
composition competition in 2012 (where there were no other prizes).
In 2007/08 he won the ,National Scholarship’, and for 2010/11 the
+Annie Fischer Performers Scholarship” In 2009 he recieved the
,Superior Student of the Faculties of Sciences” award of the University
of Debrecen - which is an award won by 8 students out of 30.000. In
2011 he awarded the,Junior Prima Prize”, which is the highest honour
of the young generation. In 2013 he won the Composition Prize of the
+Aurora Musis Amica” foundation and the Composition Prize of the
Hungarian Academy of Arts. In 2015 and in 2017 Mr. Viragh awarded
the Benedek Istvanffy composition prize and in 2017 he was honored
with the annual Ferenc Erkel Composer Award by the Government
of Hungary. From 2014 Mr. Virdgh's compositions are published
by the Ostinato Musikverlag (Germany), by the Norsk Musikforlag
(Norway), by the Kontrapunkt Music Publisher (Budapest) and the
EMB (Editio Musica Budapest). As an organist and as a composer he
has performed in several countries in Europe in the UK, in Israel and
in the USA as well.
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Tomas Mihalik (1992) - studied organ with E. Dzemjanovéd and
composition with J.Podprocky at the Conservatory in Kosice. Currently
he is studying organ with I. Szab¢ at the Academy of Performing Arts.
In 2018 he has been accepted to master studies at Conservatoire
national supérieur de musique et danse de Lyon. He performed in se-
veral Slovak-wide Exhibitions of Young Slovak Organ Players, at the
Festival of Sacral Art in Kosice, at the 4th International Youth Organ
Music Festival in Uzhhorod (2011) and at the 8th Festival of Talents
in Katowice in Poland (2012). He took master classes with several
significant personalities of organ music (V. Warnier, O. Latry). He also
performed at several Slovak festivals (Organ Music Days in Piestany,
Bach Tribute). In 2015 he performed within Organ Concerts under the
Pyramid in the Slovak Radio in Bratislava; he had organ concerts
in Germany, and in Poland. He performed at the Bratislava Organ
Festival 2015 and also at the International Organ Festival Audite
Organum 2015 in Prague. In 2013 he was awarded the 1st prize
in the 2nd category and the Absolute Winner Title for organ play at
the Competition of the Slovak Conservatories. In 2014 he became
the winner of the Petr Eben International Organ Competition in
Opava and he is also a holder of the Award of the Czech Music Fund
Foundation for the best interpretation of a composition by Petr Eben.

Aarnoud de Groen (1971) - the first rudiments were taught to
him by the organist J. van Westenbrugge. After this he continued
his studies with E. Zwart. In 1983 he was advanced enough to
accompany services at the Christelijke Gereformeerde Kerk in Rijswijk
and shortly afterwards was appointed organist. In 1984 he made his
debut as a concertorganist in a series of concerts on the organ of
the Hervormde Kerk in Pijnacker. In 1985 he was accepted into the
combined school and music programme at the Royal Conservatory
of the Hague. At this institute Aarnoud studied with R. Jiskoot. He
also took interpretation classes with B. van Oosten for some time. In
1990 he was appointed as organist of the Julianakerk in The Hague.
Aarnoud de Groen is also the official accompanist of the Christelijk
Residentie Mannenkoor. Due to the closure of the Julianakerk in 1997
the Vierdag organ was relocated to the Bethlehemkerk in The Hague
and Aarnoud de Groen moved there too with ‘his’instrument.
